PLANT OF THE NIGHT

Phalaenopsis gigantea

This plant was purchased as a seedling in December 2006 from

Robertson’s Nursery, and this is the first time it’s flowered - six
years to flower! I've been growing orchids for decades but I'm
still learning and still experimenting with what media to use for
my Phalaenopsis orchids. I've been trying fine bark with a little
bit of perlite, but the roots still want to grow out of the pot.

I've been moving away from inorganic fertilisers, preferring
organic nutrients instead. | soak some dynamic lifter overnight
and use this weak tea as fertiliser. | also sometimes use just

a few pellets of dynamic lifter in the top of the pot, and will
sometimes still use Plantacote (slow release fertiliser prills).

With all this rain, | recently applied calcium nitrate to my
collection as the foliage on the orchids was all soft.

Editor’s note: Calcium nitrate is the only water soluble source of calcium
available for plants. It helps with cell formation and neutralises acids to detox
the plant. The nitrogen component fuels protein production, essential for leafy
growth.

Editor’s note: Phalaenopsis gigantea is a plant from the lowland tropics of
Borneo, where it can attain a leaf length of 50-90 cm. It loves the heat, humidity,
minimal temperature variation, and constant air movement of its swampy home
(on a tree trunk next to a creek). Rod’s done amazingly well to reproduce these
conditions and bring this orchid to bloom in the sub tropical conditions of the
Sunshine Coast.

REPOTTING DENDROBIUM SUNSET GOLD

We had a quick potting demo for Dendrobium Sunset Gold, the
Round 1 candidate for the MOS Growing Completion. The plants
had been growing into their pots and the mix had started to
degrade so repotting was necessary.

Given that the plant has a very short growing window prior to
winter dormancy, the 80 mm pot was upgraded to 100 mm so
the roots would be quick to fill the pot and reach the oxygen rich
edges. Root penetration throughout the mix enhances the wet/
dry cycle and the free draining of water through the pot, bringing
fresh air to the root zone, which orchids love.

Potting a plant on is a no fuss process when the plantis showing
active root growth and new or emerging growths.

e The plant was pulled out of the pot and any loose or
degrading mix was tapped free of the root ball.

¢ The entire plant, roots and all, was sprayed with a 2%
Alginox (150ml/L Benzalkonium chloride) / 1% Alginox
solution.

e The plant was then potted on using a bark mix (1 part rock :
1 part charcoal : 4 parts bark) in a squat pot. Given the wet
summer and autumn here, the mix is quite coarse.

This style of Dendrobium hybrid can be a little tricky to care for
on the Sunshine Coast. They can be susceptible to bacterial and
fungal infect on all leaves. Period fungal treatment and good
airflow is important to retain leaves on all canes.

Though this change was made in 1918, many growers still refer
to them as Brassavolas. The fimbriated lip of the digbyana
is very popular with hybridizers and has been incorporated
into many hybrids such that the B in the majority of the old
Brassocattleyas and Brassolaeliocattleyas is from B. digbyana.
